o The Ironworkers Memorial Bridge is the alternate route in the event that the Lions Gate
Bridge is closed. Each the Ironworkers Memorial Bridge and the Lions Gate Bridge
have been seismically upgraded. '

In the event of primary route closures what alternate route are available for the Upper
Levels Highway?

o In the event that the Upper Levels Highway is closed the alternate route would be
Marine Drive, which exits at Horseshoe Bay.

What would be done to inform the public and Olympic participants of unexpected re-
scheduling or route closures?

¢ A multi-media Public address system will be in place, consisting of:
o TV

Radio advisories

An Olympic Radio Channel

Roadside electronic sign boards

Emergency personnel paging system

What measure would be taken in a possible emergency at an Olympic venue site or on
route?

¢ A Quick Response team would be implemented at each of the venues and at strategic
locations throughout the Olympic Theatre.

What is a Quick Response Team?
e A Quick Response Team is a team of Emergency personnel. Each Quick Response
team would be area specific to ensure minimal delays. The teams would consist of

Police, Fire, Emergency Health Services, and where necessary Engineering, Highway
crews, seismologists, and vehicle towing staff.

What issues are there involving available parking?

o There will be off site parking lots with frequent shuttles to:
¢ Olympic Venues
e The Downtown Core
e Skytrain

Advised by the public address system.

How would you ensure quick movement and access to each venue for authorized
personnel, participants, judges, and VIP's?

o Designated routes would be closed to all but authorized persons. In the event of a
designated route closure alternate route would be made available. Strategically placed
along each designated route points would be security personnel to ensure authorized
access only.

What happens in the event of a major disturbance or disaster?
« Inthe event of a major disturbance or disaster the Emergency Operations Plan would
come into effect. In existence is a core emergency manual. The co-ordinated multi-

forced plan would be commanded from the Operations centre, and staffed by
emergency personnel.
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15. Road Restrictions

It can be stated at this time that there will be a substantial number of driving and parking
restrictions in place on the roads, which are designed to keep traffic flowing in an efficient
manner. In order to put such restrictions in place during the Games, agreements among
VANOC, provincial, municipal, and ISU traffic planners must be in place relating to the
following traffic management strategies:

a. Parking restrictions in / around all identified venues and routes within the Olympic
theatre.

b. Road restrictions or blackout periods authorized by legislation or local bylaw
ordinances to manage background traffic throughout the Olympic theatre.

c. Intersection control devices such as access blocking and directional changes.

In order to achieve the goals pertaining to traffic flow efficiencies, partner community
and transportation agencies must develop road restriction plans designed to meet
defined Olympic traffic management objectives. In each case there will need to be a
comprehensive modeling of the particular issue(s) and recommendations made
concerning actions to be taken in these areas. Examples of restriction plans are the
coordination and synchronization of traffic control devices, setting out specific road
closures and driving restrictions, designating and enforcing Olympic routes and lanes,
setting out parking restrictions, and the creation and strategic placement of clear
signage that accurately depicts the specific restrictions put in place along a given route.

From a signage standpoint, in order to be effective it is vital the public is able to quickly
observe and understand the specific message being delivered regarding any vehicle or
pedestrian movement requirements as well as any parking restrictions. These signs
should be in large, easy to read print and written in multiple languages where feasible.

Meeting held to introduce the members of the ISU that would be dealing with the Richmond,
UBC and Hillcrest Venues with the people that would be planning the public transit to these
venues. Matt Craig from TransLink was the person who initially met with Insp. Peter Koleyak
the previous week and arranged the meeting at the TransLink office.

Richmond Oval and Live Site

The public transportation plans for this site are in the preliminary stages. TransLink’s plan is to
have the following:

-The public will walk from the Aberdeen Skytrain Station to the Richmond Live site and then on
to the Richmond Oval.

-The Aberdeen Skytrain Station is located at No 3 Road and Aberdeen, Richmond.

-A special shuttle will be employed to transport people that are unable to walk from the
Bridgeport Skytrain which will be located next to the River Rock Casino.

-This is a bigger Skytrain station and it can handle space required for shuttles to load and unload.
-The special shuttle can drop people off at the corner of Hollybridge Way and River Road.

The public transportation group was advised that it has been proposed that High Street will be
closed to regular traffic There will be a
control points at the east and west ends of High Street ) ) Cpl. Kostash
also stated that there could be further changes in traffic direction around the venue as some of
the security perimeters could still change due to security distance requirements.

Norm Fraser and Anna Dean asked if the Dinsmore Bridge was going to be closed during the
games. Cpl. Kostash stated that this has not been finalized and that meetings are going to be
held with the City of Richmond planners in the near future to get more updated plans. Cpl.
Kostash will forward details regarding future meetings with the City of Richmond Planners to
the public transportation people to get their involvement.

UBC
The road closures that will be in place around UBC were discussed. Wesbrook Mall will be
closed Thunderbird Blvd will be closed

Coast Mountain is attempting to plan the following for this Venue:

-Their buses will be unloading at the main bus loop on University Blvd.

-The public will then make the walk along Wesbrook Mall to the PSA at Thunderbird Blvd.
-There will be shuttles running from the bus loop, then down Wesbrook Mall to unload as near to
the PSA as security will allow.
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-Anna Dean felt the shuttles may only be able to up to Agronomy and Wesbrook as there will not
be any room for them to turn around further down the street.

-Generally Coast Mountain is going to be rerouting their buses around the streets of the secure
perimeter as much as possible and ending at the bus loop on Thunderbird Blvd.

Hillerest

The public transit plans for this venue are:

-The public will get off at the Sky Train station at King Edward and Cambie and then make the 5
block walk to Hillcrest.

-Some type of crowd control/direction is needed to assist people in getting them to the venue
from the sky train station without disrupting the surrounding residential area.

-There will be a shuttle transporting people who are unable to walk to a drop off point on
Dinmont Ave. from the king Edward Sky Train Station.

-There will be no bus transport in the immediate streets around the perimeter.

-Buses will continue to be running on Main Street the next major north south street.

The public transit people requested confirmation from Cpl Metcalfe on what streets will be
closed around the venue and where their shuttles will be able to drop people off.

Cpl. Kostash requested that any further meetings should include people from VANOC who are

dealing with the Venues or the transportation issues. More meetings are required to discuss the
other venues and will be set with Matt Craig.

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Transportation Concerns

" The Pacific Coliseum Venue is bounded by Hastings Street to the South, McGill to the North,
Renfrew to the West and Highway #1 to the East. Hastings Street is one of the main commuter
East /West routes leading in and out of Vancouver and thus is very congested from 0600 to
approximately 2000 hours during the week.

Renfrew Street (facing South Bound from McGill Street) is a five lane road with lane # 5 being
almost double wide to facilitate parking on the West Side of Renfrew. Parking should be stripped
from the West Side and all of Renfrew should be one way running North to South. Number four
lane should be divided from # five lane by a traffic fence which would allow residential traffic to
access Eton, Cambridge, Oxford, Dundas, Triumph, Pandora and Franklin Street. It would also
allow Metro to use the trolley bus turnaround on Eton Street.

This leaves 4 lanes at the Northern end of McGill with number 1 and 2 lane for VSA traffic and 3
and 4 lanes for the rest of the Olympic traffic heading to the drop off zone located further South.
Once you pass the VSA location the road will be 3 lanes

) This leaves three lanes for vehicles leaving the area after their drop off. Traffic control
should be on the corner of Hastings and Renfrew to assist the Olympic traffic getting onto
Hastings or continuing straight up Renfrew.
